Dear Parent and Athletes~

Welcome to SAS Athletics! It is our pleasure to have so many students interested in being a student-athlete. This information is presented to you because of your expressed desire to participate in SAS sport activities. Your interest in this phase of our school program is gratifying. We believe that participation in athletics provides the opportunity for developing lifetime skills, which will help students in becoming well-rounded individuals capable of making decisions and handling problems. These skills will enable you to lead a happy and prosperous life. The main goal of the SAS Sports Program is to provide competitive experiences that are fun, successful and promote individual growth within a safe and healthy environment. These experiences will become memories that will last a lifetime.

When your daughter/son chooses to participate in one of our sport programs, they have committed themselves to certain responsibilities and obligations. This guide will acquaint you with the specific policies and rules, which are necessary for a well-organized program of athletes. 

Students must remain in good academic standing with a “C” average or better in each class for progress reports and report cards (see student handbook for further details).
The following forms must be current and on file with your students coach in order to fully participate in the first practice or play in a game:

_ Athletic Participation Contract (this signed form)
_ Athletic Physical Form (This form must be COMPLETELY filled out by the parent and the physician in order for your student to participate in any practices or games. This form must be updated EVERY YEAR and will expire one year from the date of the physicians’ signature. If the physical expires during the season, the student will be required to obtain a new physical.) 
_ Athletic Trip Permission Form

_ Medical Condition Form

_ Athletic Registration Form

_ Diocesan Volunteer Driver Form
The students must bring/wear the proper clothing and equipment to all practices and games. 
Please label ALL clothing and personal items. 

If your child needs any medications, including an inhaler, please inform the coaches to ensure that the proper medications are available to the student. If the student is asthmatic and has an extra inhaler to keep in the coach’s first aid kit, please personally give your child’s coach the extra-labeled inhaler to place in the med kit.
TRANSPORTATION
Parents are responsible for transportation of their child to practices and games. The parent/guardian is responsible for picking up only your student from practices and game sites. If a parent/athlete chooses to carpool, the parent or athlete must hand in, email or fax a note dated and signed by the parent/guardian stating whom the student is leaving the game with. Otherwise, under no circumstances may athletes ride home with someone else without written

parental/guardian consent – please, no last minute phone calls. All players are required to wear a seatbelt during transportation. You can find game schedules, directions to other school facilities, participation contracts, and physicals at www.st-ann.com. 
DISCIPLINE

Participants are expected to follow the discipline policy stated in the handbook.  Volunteer coaches are responsible for maintaining order among their participants in order to have a successful, productive program.  Our ultimate goal is for each sport participant to be successful.  When a discipline issue arises the coach or designee will: 1) provide a verbal warning to the participant; 2) provide a written warning to the participant which will require a parent signature; 3) the participant will be dismissed from the program. Your support of the coaches/assistant coaches is necessary for our program to be successful.
Students should follow the following procedures:

Show respect for other people, especially adults.

Show respect for the property of the school and the property of other people.
Keep your hands and feet to yourself.
Take pride in the building and help keep all areas clean and neat.
Show responsibility.
Be prepared.
Be on time.
Use practice time wisely.
Accept correction without talking back.
Listen and look at the person who is talking to you.
Say kind things to others.

Help those in need.

Follow all the rules.

Dress appropriately.

Treat everyone the way you want to be treated.

ATTENDANCE POLICY

Participants in an activity of sport are a part of our overall educational program. It is understood that students will be present in school in order to participate in a practice, game or activity that day. Team and activity members on suspension for any disciplinary infraction will not be allowed to practice or participate in any event for that day. In the event a student is assigned to detention, students will be expected to attend this assignment before reporting for an extracurricular activity.

GAMES and PRACTICE SESSIONS

Team members must be present and on time for all scheduled practice sessions and games. Any athlete who is present in school but absent or late to the athletic activity must have prior permission from the coach or a note from a teacher to be excused. Students must be in school by 11:00 a.m. with a legitimate excuse in order to participate in games, practices, etc. Remember once you become a member of an athletic team, you made a commitment for the season.

Exemptions are limited to: sickness, funerals, emergency appointments, and extra academic help

It is the responsibility of the athlete to inform the coach in advance (if possible) prior to missing a practice or a game. It should be noted that the coach realizes that unusual situations may arise, but communication is the key to understanding the circumstances.
