This facility was chosen from a list because only 3 other people or groups are sending to Sigonella. In 2008 over 10 million dollars in coupons were sent.  To learn more about this project go to ocpnet.org on the web. This project is 17 years old.  If anyone has time to help cut please do so, but if not just send in the pages of coupons.  Thanks for supporting this project.  Since May, Ms. Gill has sent almost $7,000.00 in coupons with the help of parish members.  Thanks for supporting this project.
